"The school Aristotle” is now the focus of a
special working group of the Ministry of Educa-
tion, whose goal is to evaluate results from the
teaching of Aristotle to the present, as well as
to create a framework for the anticipated
results. These may include initial material for
ethical formation, linguistic, philosophical, and
general cultural axes for the teaching of the
humanities.

As Jaeger stresses, the basic parameter in the
teaching of Aristotle is the evolution of his
thought, the preeminent characteristic of
knowledge and science. Within this context, a
meeting of a working group of expert Aristotle
scholars and university professors of Aristotle
from European countries is going to take place
in order to survey the status of Aristotelian
studies in European school curricula and to
expand the prospects for reinforcing them
(concept: Aristotelian Studies).

It is anticipated that the results of this project
will reinvigorate the teaching curriculum and
approach of “the school Aristotle” (whether
from translation or at least partly from the
original), which is a key issue in European
education.
